

Setup DHCP For Window 2000
1. First in order to make changes to Networking Configuration you must be the machine administrator. 

2. Click on Start, select Settings, and choose Network and Dialup connections. 
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3. From the Network and Dialup connections screen, double-click on Local Area Connection. 

4. From this screen, click on the Properties button. 
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5. Under Connect Using, you should see the network adapter installed for your computer. 

6. Double-click on Client for Microsoft Networks.  

· Under Name Service Provider, you should see and select Windows Locator.  

· Click OK, and you should be taken back to the previous screen.
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7. Now double-click Internet Protocol (TCP/IP). Select Obtain IP address automatically and Obtain DNS server address automatically. 
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8. Click on the Advanced Button. The IP Settings tab should look like this: 
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9. The DNS tab should look like this: 
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10. The WINS tab should look like this: 
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11. Go to the Options tab, and double-click IP security.  

· Make sure Do not use IPSEC is selected.  
· Click OK, and then double-click on TCP/IP Filtering.  
· Make sure on this screen that Enable TCP/IP Filtering is NOT checked and Permit all is selected in all three columns. Click OK. 
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11. Hit OK two more times and reboot your computer.  When you log back on, you should be connected to the network. 



Obtaining a Valid IP Address
If your settings are correct and you are still not able to connect you may have been assigned an invalid IP address. In order to get a renewed IP address follow this procedure: 

1. Click on your Start button and select Run. In the blank field type command, and click OK. 

2. A black window with a flashing cursor will appear. At the prompt type ipconfig, and hit <enter>. 

3.  Find the IP address.  Now type ipconfig /renew to get a new IP address.


Testing the Connection

1. Select Start, and choose Run. Type command in the resulting field, and hit <enter>. 

2. This will take you to a black screen with a flashing cursor. This is your command prompt. Type ping www.yahoo.com. 

· If the connection is active, the ping command will yield four lines of replies.  

· If it is not active, the ping command will yield a "timed out" or another similar error message. 


Check Network Card
1. In order to check your network card, first click the Start button, choose Settings, and select Control Panel. 

2. From the Control Panel, double-click on the System icon, select the Hardware tab, and choose the Device Manager button. 

3. Double-click on Network Adapters and below that you should see the name of your network card. 




If your network card is not listed, or if there is a yellow or red mark next to it, the card is either not is not installed properly or is malfunctioning.
